5. To adjust the ISO settings, press the ℹ︎ button and select the ISO sensitivity that works 

best and press ok. 

6. To adjust the white balance, press the ℹ︎ button and select the amount of white balance that 

works best and press ok. 

7. If one needs to adjust the value for exposure compensation, hold down on the exposure 

button and rotate the dial until the exposure is at the desired value.  

8. Setting the file size and compression is as easy as pressing the ℹ︎ button and selecting the 

file size in the image quality menu.
